Stage 3:


LS were removed back to their original groups.


One high-ability student was removed from each group and grouped as Low-heterogeneous Group with Higher ability (LG-H). The original groups became to be Mid-heterogeneous Group with Lower ability (MG-L).


The HG and two MG-L had been observed for two months.





Stage 2:


One low-ability student (LS) was removed from each group and grouped as Low-heterogeneous Group with Lower ability (LG-L). The original groups became to be Mid-heterogeneous Group with Higher ability (MG-H).


The LG-L and two MG-H had been observed for two months.





Stage 1:


All pupils were grouped as high-heterogeneous groups (HG).


Two groups had been observed of each class for two months.
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
